Laboratory Reports

Your reports must contain the following:

· Abstract: here, you should briefly summarize the objectives of the assignment as perceived by you, and also mention and comment (very briefly) on your results.

· Body: this portion can be organized any way you want. I suggest that you briefly introduce each task, display your figures, state, analyze and discuss your observations. All figures must be captioned, labeled, and referred to in the main text. Please discuss briefly the tasks performed and problems solved  in the tutorial and/or pre-lab (if any), and in detail, discuss and analyze the problems given and your solutions.

· Conclusion: here, you should make final comments on your observations – in very few cases, a definite conclusion may not be required.

· Discussion: You could be as creative as you desire in this portion. Talk about some difficulties you encountered, some new Matlab commands you had to learn, some inconsistencies you may have noticed, the level of difficulty of the project, and any other information you may want to add.

· Code: Your script file and all your functions should be included at the end of your report as an appendix.
